Please complete and return the enclosed booth application form along with payment 
no later than JUNE 24, 2010.  Booths are assigned in the order of receipt.  We cannot 
guarantee specific booth locations however Uwe will do our best to accommodate 
your requests whenever possible. U If you have a friend that you wish to be next to, 
please list their name, address and the product they plan to sell on the back of your 
reservation form.   
 
Booth spaces are to be NO LARGER THAN 12’ X 12’.  If you require more room, you 
will need to purchase another space.  We ask that you set-up on the sidewalks 
whenever possible.  In most cases this will prevent people from walking behind your 
booth.  All canopies and tents must be free standing.  We cannot accommodate 
stakes for support.  Level spaces are not guaranteed.  Please also note that there 
maybe other people selling the same item as you as we do not allow just one person 
to sell that item.   
 
We appreciate your cooperation with helping us to maintain a safe and friendly family 
atmosphere.  The Summerfest Committee reserves the right to prevent the sale of 
any merchandise which they deem inappropriate.  The sale or distribution of banned 
or illegal items, such as fireworks, will be cause for immediate shut down of your 
booth without a refund.  If you have any questions or concerns about this policy, 
please ask before arriving that day. 
 
Booth set-up is between 6:30 am – 8:30 am.  PLEASE ARRIVE BETWEEN THOSE 
HOURS!  There will be two people at the South and North end of the street to check 
you in.  Please stop to see them upon arrival.  Vendor parking is located behind 
Monson Savings Bank, Memorial Hall, and the back of the Supermarket and the post 
office.  There is NO Parking along the fence closest to the Norcross House and in 
front of Rite Aid all the way over to the Chinese restaurant.  NO ACCEPTIONS!  
Handicap parking is available for those who need it.   
 
 
BOOTHS ARE EXPECTED TO OPEN AT 9:00 am and REMAIN OPEN UNTIL 5:00 pm.  
Please make all necessary parking arrangements if you have people changing shifts 
for your booth because once you are parked in Monson Summerfest, Inc. boundaries 
you cannot leave.
